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Prohibition: Alcohol is evil and all drinking is sin.

Abstention: Alcohol is not evil, and drinking is not sinful, yet it is right and wise and more loving for all Christians to refrain from using them.

Moderation: The Scripture commends the use of alcoholic beverages to all Christians if used moderately. Conscience and witness should influence how one exercises one’s freedom to partake or not.


1. Why the Prohibitionist prescription is not biblical

2. Why the Abstentionist prescription is not biblical 

Romans 14:20-21 “Do not, for the sake of food, destroy the work of God. Everything is indeed clean, but it is wrong for anyone to make another stumble by what he eats. It is good not to eat meat or drink wine or do anything that causes your brother to stumble.”  

A weaker brother:
Romans 14 & 15

Romans 14:14 I know and am persuaded in the Lord Jesus that nothing is unclean in itself, but it is unclean for anyone who thinks it unclean.

The “weaker brother” is weak because his conscience is controlled by standards other than the Word of God (whether by his culture, by his own feelings, or his environment or upbringing or by the standards of men).
