Their souls will be united forever with their bodies, and upon their final judgment, they will be thrown into hell and punished by God’s wrath forever because of their guilt.

· United Forever with Their Bodies 

Ecclesiastes 8:8 No man has power to retain the spirit, or power over the day of death ...

Ecclesiastes 12:7 and the dust returns to the earth as it was, and the spirit returns to God who gave it.

2 Corinthians 5:6,8 … We know that while we are at home in the body we are away from the Lord 8… and we would rather be away from the body and at home with the Lord.

Hebrews 9:27 And just as it is appointed for man to die once, and after that comes judgment

Q119. What is hell?
Hell is the place of eternal death with dreadful and endless torment. The worst part of hell is not getting to enjoy the blessed presence of and reconciliation to God. In hell, God is rightly punishing both humans who did not repent and trust in Jesus and fallen angels.

· Hell Is the Place of Eternal Death with Dreadful and Endless Torment

2 Thessalonians 1:7-9 

Revelation 14:10-11 “he [the unbeliever] also will drink the wine of God’s wrath, poured full strength into the cup of his anger, and he will be tormented with fire and sulfur in the presence of the holy angels and in the presence of the Lamb. And the smoke of their torment goes up forever and ever, and they have no rest, day or night ...”

Matthew 8:12 “… will be thrown into the outer darkness. In that place, there will be weeping and gnashing of teeth.”

Revelation 20:10 and the devil who had deceived them was thrown into the lake of fire and sulfur where the beast and the false prophet were, and they will be tormented day and night forever and ever.

Mark 9:43 “And if your hand causes you to sin, cut it off. It is better for you to enter life crippled than with two hands to go to hell, to the unquenchable fire.”
Mark 9:47-48 “And if your eye causes you to sin, tear it out. It is better for you to enter the kingdom of God with one eye than with two eyes to be thrown into hell, ‘where their worm does not die and the fire is not quenched.’”
