4. Do you struggle with the idea that Every Good Gift that you receive in this life is ultimately from the Lord?  If so why?     How can we practically be quicker to give God praise and gratitude for good gifts that we don’t always see as ultimately from Him?

Paul quotes Psalm 14 in Romans 3:10-12  which says  “None is righteous, no, not one; no one understands; no one seeks for God All have turned aside; together they have become worthless; no one does good, not even one.”
5. Do you understand why the “good” mankind does apart from new life in Christ is not “good” in the vertical sense?


6. Why is it so important that we don’t call things that are against God or  “not for His glory”, good?

Paul says in Galatians 6:10 … “as we have opportunity, let us do good to everyone”..
7. Why is this such an important part of our daily life as Christians?

8. When you consider the promise that Psalm 23:6 and Romans 8:28 are to us, why are they truly game changing for how we live our daily lives in this exile land?
